The Manta MKIV was designed for long-term cruising and living
aboard, stressing comfort and functionality in each detail. Interior
finish is a blend of cherry and teak wood veneer, vinyl headliners
and fabric hull-liners. All horizontal surfaces, counter tops and sinks
are finished in composite Swantstone™. The soles are a very
durable no maintenance simulated teak and holly pressure laminate.

Salon: Acrylic tinted salon windows, L-shaped settee covered in
sapphire green, large adjustable dining table with teak trim, and (2)
matching ottomans with additional storage.

Galley: U-shaped galley-up and to port with extensive storage,
large counter space in Swanstone finish, Top-loading, 10 cubic ft.

All stanchions, handrails, cleats, opening ports and hatches, locker
latches, hinges, chain plates, anchor roller and fuel and water fills
are 316 stainless steel. Upper and lower lifelines are vinyl covered
stainless steel. All running deck hardware and winches are by
Harken.

All mechanical/electrical and plumbing systems are designed in
accordance with ABYC standards utilizing the best materials and
equipment available to the marine industry, with the ultimate goal of
reducing maintenance to a minimum.

Underwater thru hulls are non-corrosive Forespar Marelon. The
fresh water system utilizes color coded SeaTech quick-connect
water hose and pressure is supplied with a Jabsco Sensormatic
VSD water pump (4.5 GPM capacity). Raw water intake for the
air conditioning, generator, and saltwater wash down is provided
through a central water filtration system, or ease of maintenance.
Keel sumps have an auto-electric bilge pump and manual bilge
pump, the shower sump is separate from the bilge and has its own
auto-electric pump with strainer.

Diesel and water tanks are heavily constructed of 3/16" aluminum
with baffles fore and aft and tank external surfaces are epoxy
coated for elimination of corrosion and mounted in accordance with
ABYC recommendations. Both tanks incorporate electrical level
gauges as well as access for manually checking content level.

The boat is plumbed for watermaker but watermaker is not
installed, easy accessible via fwd berth.

Engine rooms are easily accessed via the aft berths with hydraulic-
assisted bunk lift. Volvo saildrives have improved maintenance by
allowing zinc removal without need to remove props (also makes
changing zinc in water easy!). Transmission also comes with a
pump-out tube, allowing oil to be changed/replaced without the
need to haul out.

At helm you can handle virtually every sail control line: main halyard
and jib halyard, main sheet and jib sheet, and two single line reefs
lead to helm through deck organizer, to sheet stoppers and then to
Harken 44 two-speed self-tailing electric winch.

Construction

The hull core is vacuum bagged during the construction process for
strength and quality. The hull below the waterline, including deck
hardware and chain plate areas, is solid laminate. Vinyester and
isophathalic resins are utilized to eliminate moisture penetration of
the laminate.

The hull and deck are further reinforced with 360 degree
unidirectional laminates in three locations to offer additional
structural integrity. Bulkheads and subfloors are made with high-
tech Nida-Core, which is strong and extremely light, and then
covered with veneers.

Manta uses stub keels integral to the hull, allowing a draft of just
3’8” on the MK IV. Twin rudders are made with high-density foam
with a fiberglass covering. The rudderstocks are 2-inch thick
stainless steel and there are collision bulkheads with watertight
compartments in the ends of each hull. Overall the quality of
construction is impressive!

The helm station area has been expanded to allow for larger
electronics such as the E-120 Raymarine plotter.

New, upgraded helm seat with offset post added as standard

The galley counter has changed in shape and style to allow for
access to trash from top of counter

A seat has been added to the owner’s shower area

The starboard shower area has a new curtain rod instead of track
to allow for more room, and the forward door is a laminate to
eliminate the wraparound curtain

Isolation transformers are standard instead of the surge protector
(to add safety as well as electrolysis protection)

A dual-anchor system with horizontal windless is standard with the
second anchor dropping through the fore/aft beam

New elliptical rudders have been designed for less drag and
improved control

A new forward step integrated into the hull for ease of getting on
and off the bow at docking is added

A basic vertical windlass as standard

New style of refrigerator rams added, redesigned for easier access
to the refrigerator

The “Eisen” step (a cabin-entry step) is standard in two heights
TV door for flat screen TVs

Both main cabins have co-ax cable wired as standard

Helm has an intermittent “parallel switch” to tie in the house
batteries

Increased height of the rails by 2” to 30” for added stability
Hardtop slightly redesigned for stronger and additional grab rails
Additional bookshelves on the port side
